Hi Guys.
I was told by a bush pilot in Africa to run about 10 to 15 psi only in the tyres for operations on the 8.00x6.00 tyres. I have been running my 801 on these pressures for 100 hours now and all seems fine so far. No unusual tyre wear either. I have also been advised to increase my tyre size to the 8.500 x 6.00 tyres for better off field performance! These on the mains only. Have not done this yet as I cannot find these tyres anywhere here.

Check my page for a video of it turning... The thrust bearing takes the friction out... in the vid I'm turning the preload nut on the shock, so if anything it will turn easier when just rotating the strut and not the spring. The bearing is between the strut and the spring. The center piston of the shock turns inside the body of the shock. Afco makes the shock and we consulted with a designer/engineer on the use who said that the turning motion would not be a problem. The thrust bearing is the same as used in circle track racing and people report running many dirt track seasons with no appreciable wear, I'm sure our application will be less load/wear.
 
Rudder pedals are connected, but without a firewall forward weight decided (that's why we installed an adjustable spring shock!) it's not really possible to test friction. It shouldn't really be different than a bungee since the same weight must push down into the V block to support the airplane no matter whether it's a spring or a bungee..... And the V block will be the main contributor to friction, I can rotate the shock shaft in the body with a couple fingers so it shouldn't be a problem.

 Standard ID for a spring for a 2” coilover shock is 2-5/8” ID. 
Damping is not adjustable. If you get the aluminum body shock it is revalvable and rebuildable, the steel body shock is not. But the steel body shock is over 50% less cost, so we rolled the dice. Keep in mind, a bungee has a valving ratio of 0/0 so anything will be better... there will not be slamming in this 
system! And racers go 1-2 seasons between rebuilds, so it will probably be a lifetime shock in our application.
 
The fixture at the between the spring and the strut is turned from billet aluminimum. Dad did it on his 1940 (year of manufacture not model) lathe.... finish is just hammer tone/rattle can paint.
 
Strut travel dynamics are not changed at all, still straight line. Only difference is transferring the load to the top of the firewall at the mount, which puts load directly into cockpit cage and will also be triangulated into top engine mount. My Dad is a lifelong welder (taught welding at BSU VoTech for 15+ years) an engineer, and been repairing/designing machinery for 40+ years. He's done all the calculations for stress and mechanics and strenghth should not be a problem... Haven't sent anything to Zenith, but I believe Dad has discussed plan on the phone with Zenith and got positive feedback.
 
Hope that helps! Let me know if you have more questions... We should have the engine mounted in another week or so and see how things stand up and then I can tell you more about pedal effort, at least on the ground anyway! Maybe next summer for airborne info!
